More Wins and losses 
 
Wales v USA 
Extracts from the USA Rugby web site 
Wales scored 11 tries, including a brace from flanker Colin Charvis, in a 77-3 rout of the 
United States in an international Rugby friendly at Rentschler Stadium, Hartford. 
 
The European champions scored two tries in the opening 11 minutes through center 
Ceri Sweeney and wing Craig Morgan.  Mike Hercus’s 15th-minute penalty goal might 
have stemmed the tide, but lightning replies from Nicky Robinson and Kevin Morgan 
opened the gap to 28-3 and forced the USA to play catchup. 
 
Flanker Justin Thomas and wing Rhys Williams each scored before half, and Sweeney 
landed all of his conversions – several from sideline angles – to make the count 42-3. 
 
Charvis scored two of the visitors’ first three tries in the second period, as the 5th-
ranked Welsh consistently drove their opponents backward at the breakdown, creating 
openings for their nimble back division.  Scrumhalf Nicky Robinson, replacement back 
Tal Selley, and replacement flanker Richie Pugh rounded out the Welsh scoring. 
 
"It was a comprehensive defeat. We weren’t able to deny them any penetration – that’s 
a forceful group of forwards – and it’s well documented that the Welsh backs can go to 
the line," USA coach Tom Billups said afterward. 
 
Wales moves on to play Canada in a week’s time, while the 15-ranked USA faces 
another uphill battle in 8th-ranked Argentina on June 19 at the Churchill Cup.

Canadian Coach Ric Suggitt and his staff have chosen one of Canada’s strongest 
teams in the past two years to play Wales at York University on Saturday.  The team 
features a blend of experienced professionals and the best home-based players to face 
the Six Nations champions.  “We have picked this team in the hope that we can beat 
Wales,” says Suggitt.  “We’re not going out to just play the game, we’re going out to win. 
We always take that approach.” 
 
Saskatchewan’s Kevin Tkachuk will lead Canada, returning to the captaincy he 
relinquished to co-captain Mark Lawson during the recent Super Cup in Japan, in which 
Lawson broke his arm.  Tkachuk wins his 32nd cap in captaining Canada for the eighth 
time. 
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Aaron Abrams, who scored a try against the USA in the Super Cup, retains the hooking 
berth with Merritt’s Garth Cooke earning the tight-head berth in his 21st Canadian 
appearance. 
 
The second-row sees Swansea-Neath lock Luke Tait win his third cap in succession as 
he continues to impress.  His knowledge of Canada’s opponents acquired from his 
seven years living and playing in Wales will hold him, and Canada, in good stead.  
French professional Jamie Cudmore, who though he has played at #6 for Canada in 
most of his fourteen appearances for his country, has been playing lock all season for 
his Grenoble club, joins him.  “This is a very solid tight-five,” says Suggitt.  “There is 
plenty of experience and toughness in this group.” 
 
The back-row sees West Vancouver’s Mike Webb retain his blind-side spot where he 
has played all of Canada’s games this year.  “Webbie has put on 15 pounds of muscle 
since last year,” says Suggitt.  “He is experienced and quick and does great work at the 
breakdown.  ”Vancouver’s Stan McKeen wins his tenth cap as he takes on the open-
side berth where he is being used more and more often.  “Stan began at #8 but we are 
beginning to use him more as a #7 because of his speed and his superb work at the 
break-down. He played well there in Japan and against England and France last year.” 
Agen’s Colin Yukes will play #8 in his twenty-fifth Canadian appearance. “Colin has 
been playing #8 all season with his French club and he is leaner and fitter because of it.  
He will add a great deal at the back of the scrum, in the lineout and in open play,” says 
Suggitt. 
 
The back line sees Saracen professional Morgan Williams return to scrum-half where 
he last played against France a year ago here in Toronto. “Morgan gives us so many 
more options because of his experience, his quickness and his intensity,” says Suggitt. 
“It’s good to have him back.” 
 
Caledon’s Ryan Smith retains the out-side half berth where he played a significant role 
in beating Japan in Canada’s last win.  “Smitty is calm, well-organized and a sure 
tackler.  He has a lot of great qualities and, while Eddie Fairhurst is still in the mix and 
played very well in our win over the USA in Japan, Ryan will start this match.  We are 
looking for players to be able to play two positions and we already know Ryan is a 
world-class centre. This will give us more options.” 
 
Coventry professional John Cannon wins the inside-centre berth in earning his 28th 
cap.  He is paired with Toronto’s Matt King, who has retuned to top form after a year off 
because of a shoulder injury.  He impressed in both of Canada’s Super Cup games. 
 
Rowing Club’s Stirling Richmond returns to the left-wing for the first time this season. 
“Richmond will add pace and excitement.  ”Fans will remember Richmond’s superb try 
against France at the same venue last year.  Quentin Fyffe retains the right-wing spot 
where he played against the USA and Japan. “’Q’ is the cagey old vet of the team. I’ve 
asked him to do a number of things this season and he has done all of them well.  He 
really understands the game,” says Suggitt. 
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London’s Derek Daypuck, who enjoyed a perfect kicking day, with 15 points, in 
Canada’s 30-26 win over the USA at the Super Cup, wins his fourth start in a row in his 
seventh international. 
 
“Derek is growing into a very competent international fullback which gives us the option 
of using Fyffe on the wing,” comments Suggitt. 
 
The reserves sees Dan Pletch, Pat Dunkley, and Forrest Gainer cover the front-row 
positions, with Josh Jackson the second- and back-row berths. 
Pat Fleck and Ed Fairhurst cover the inside back positions with 30 year-old New 
Brunswick’s Simon Pacey becoming the first person from his province ever to be named 
to a Canada Senior Men’s team sheet.  He will cover for the outside backs, and should 
he get on the field will be the first New Brunswick player ever to play for Canada.  
“Simon came to the fore at the Eastern trial earlier this year.  He has played Sevens for 
Canada and we have always been aware of him.  He’s a good runner, good passer and 
is very smooth,” says Suggitt. 
 
Canada’s team consists of ten British Columbians, six Ontarians, three Albertans, and 
one each from Saskatchewan, Nova Scotia and New Brunswick. 
 
“Last year in my first year as coach we used 43 players. This year we will probably use 
around the same number,” says Suggitt.  “We’re trying to have a look at everyone who 
could potentially make Canada’s 30-man World Cup squad in 2007, and we are giving 
everyone the opportunity to play in international games to see how each player reacts in 
big game situations. 
 
This team is just another step along the way, but it is one that is going out to perform 
well and beat Wales.”
